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EXPLANATORY STATEMENT FOR PRINTING IN THE UMATILLA
COUNTY VOTER PAMPHLET

In 1992, the voters of Umatilla County adopted the Umatilla County Charter. Since that time,
the voters have amended the Charter twice. The Charter establishes the form of county
government and the powers of the county and its elected officials.

As required by the Charter, the Board of Commissioners appoints members of the public to
review the Charter, and to make any recommended changes. The Umatilla County Charter
Rheview Committee appointed in 2023, reviewed the Charter and made two recommended
changes.

The requirements for the Umatilla Countg Sheriff do not include any residency requirements.
The Committee recommended that the Sheriff be required to be a resident of Umatilla County
upon election and for the duration of the term of office. The change has been referred by the
Bgarctj %f Commissioners to the voters to determine if the change to the Charter should be
adopted.

The proposed language to be added to the Charter: A person must be a resident of Umatilla
County to hold the position of sheriff. A yes vote to this measure will add the language to the
Umatilla County Charter. A no vote will keep the current language of the Charter.
