
NOTICE OF RECEIPT OF BALLOT TITLE AND NOTICE OF 
ELECTION 
 
Notice is hereby given on September 6, 2022, the McKay Dam Rural Fire Protection 
District #7-410 filed a ballot title for the November 8, 2022 General Election ballot with 
Umatilla County Elections Division. 
 
The following shall be the ballot title:  
 
Caption: Five-Year Local Option Tax for Fire Protection Services 
 
Question:  Shall the District impose $0.9385 per $1,000 of assessed value for contract fire 
protection services for five years beginning 2023-24? 
 
Summary This measure would authorize the District to levy property tax at a rate of $0.9385 per 
thousand dollars of assessed valuation each year commencing with the fiscal year beginning July 
1, 2023 for five consecutive years. The proposed rate would raise approximately $57,000 in tax 
revenues in each of the five years of the levy. The District would use the tax revenue from this 
measure to satisfy obligation to the City of Pendleton for contracted fire protection services within 
District boundaries. Without funding from this measure it is likely that the District will be unable to 
pay for contracted fire protection services, during the period of the proposed local option tax, from 
the City of Pendleton which would have a negative impact on residents of the District. Without 
contracted fire protection services there is the potential for increased homeowners insurance 
rates for residents of the District.
