o All vessel operators should utilize an engine cut-off switch. S

¢ Take a boating safety course prior to heading out on the water (It's
the law!).

o File a float plan.

¢ Have visual distress signals and sound producing devices in case of
an emergency.

« Pay attention to buoys and navigation aids.

¢ Always be aware of your surroundings and have a look out.

¢ Check the weather prior to heading out on the water and continue to monitor the conditions once on the
water.

o Carry at least two communication devices that will work when wet.
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
